	 DAY 1	 READ: Galatians 3:6 (KBC Study Bible, page 1280)

DO: In faith, Abram trusted God and moved when God told him to 
move. He trusted God many more times in his life. His faith in God was 
counted to him as righteousness. He was made right not because of 
what he did, but because he had faith in God and depended on Him.

PRAY: God, help me to remember that You are dependable. Help me 
to have faith in You. In Jesus’ name, amen.
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	 DAY 2	 READ: Isaiah 42:5-6 (KBC Study Bible, pages 769-770)

DO: Has anyone ever told you they were going to do something 
but they didn’t? They weren’t very dependable, were they? Make 
sure you are someone that people can depend on to do what you 
say you will do.

PRAY: Lord, help me be dependable and always do what I say I 
will do. In Jesus’ name, amen.

	 DAY 3	 READ: Hebrews 11:8-10 (KBC Study Bible, page 1335)

THINK: Abram went without knowing where he was going. Have 
your parents or teachers ever told you to do something and you 
did not understand why or how? Try your best to obey even if 
you don’t understand why. Be dependable to your parents and 
teachers as you obey.

PRAY: God, sometimes it’s hard to understand why I should obey. 
Help me to obey even if I don’t want to. In Jesus’ name, amen.

	 DAY 4	 READ: Romans 4:13 (KBC Study Bible, page 1234)

THINK: If we have faith, then the promise God made to Abram is a 
promise made to us as well. The key is faith. Put your faith in God. 
He is dependable and always keeps His promises.

PRAY: Father, I want to put my faith in You. Help me to trust You in 
all things. In Jesus’ name, amen.

	 DAY 5	 READ: Matthew 22:37-39 (KBC Study Bible, pages 1057-1058)

DO: You can show love by keeping your promises. What can you 
promise to do to help your mom, dad or sibling? Pick something 
you can actually do for that family member. Write out the promise 
and deliver it to them. Find a time this week to fulfill that promise. 

PRAY: Lord, help me to keep my promises. Help me to love others 
like You do. In Jesus’ name, amen.
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
