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	 DAY 1	 READ: Numbers 21:4-5 (KBC Study Bible, page 168)

to obey. Find out how they obey even when they don’t feel like it.       

PRAY: Thank You, Jesus, for wanting to be my forever friend. Help 
me to want to obey when I should. In Jesus’ name, Amen.  
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	 DAY 2	 READ: Numbers 21:6-9 (KBC Study Bible, page 168)

DO: Draw a picture of the people looking at the bronze snake to 
live.  

PRAY: Lord, I want to be Your friend by giving You my life and 
living Your way. Thank You for giving Your Son, Jesus, to make it 
possible for me to be Your forever friend. In Jesus’ name, Amen.  

	 DAY 3	 READ: Mystery Solved (KBC Study Bible, page 168)

SHARE: Tell someone about the story we had this week. Make 
sure you tell them how Jesus is the One we look to today to 
receive healing from sin. 

PRAY: Thank You, Jesus, that You forgive sin and want to be my 
forever friend. In Jesus’ name, Amen. 

	 DAY 4	 READ: Exodus 16:1-8 (KBC Study Bible, page 81)

THINK: Our lesson this week wasn’t the first time God’s people 
had complained. Listen to yourself today. Where are you 
complaining? Each time you complain, stop and ask God to help 
you be thankful.

PRAY: Thank You, God, for the blessings I have from You. Father, 
help me be thankful and not complain. In Jesus’ name, Amen.

	 DAY 5	 READ: Matthew 21:28-31 (KBC Study Bible, page 1055)

DO: Think about the parable Jesus told. Even though the first 
son didn’t want to do what he was told, he realized later he was 
disobeying and chose to do the right thing and obey.   

PRAY: Dear God, please help me not to complain when I am told 
to do something. Help me obey and do the right thing. In Jesus’ 
name, Amen. 
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
