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	 DAY 1	 READ: Joshua 21:45 (KBC Study Bible, page 248)

THINK: This verse is about how God kept all His promises to the 
people of Israel. How many of God’s promises failed? None! God is 
dependable. We can trust Him to keep all of His promises.       

PRAY: Thank You, God, for being dependable. Thank You for 
keeping Your Word. I can trust You. In Jesus’ name, Amen.  
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	 DAY 2	 READ: Matthew 28:9-10 (KBC Study Bible, page 1068)

THINK: The women worshiped Jesus. They worshiped Him 
because He had risen as He said. He had proved to have power 
over death. He is worthy to be praised. We can praise Him.  

PRAY: Oh Lord, help me to worship You. You are worthy of my 
praise. Thank You for always doing what You say You will do. In 
Jesus’ name, Amen.  

	 DAY 3	 READ: Psalm 105:1-2 (KBC Study Bible, page 632)

DO: This verse tells us to make known God’s deeds and to talk of His 
wondrous works. List some of the things God has done for you. Make 
a short song out of your list and sing to Him just like the verse says. 

PRAY: Thank You, Lord, for Your wondrous works. I call upon Your 
name. You have done great things for me. I sing to You. I love You, 
Lord. In Jesus’ name, Amen. 

	 DAY 4	 READ: John 3:16-17 (KBC Study Bible, page 1151)

SHARE: God sent Jesus to die to pay the price for our sins 
because He loves us so much. If we believe in Him we will be saved 
from our separation from Him and have everlasting life. Memorize 
John 3:16 and share it with someone this week.

PRAY: Thank You, God, for sending Jesus. Thank You that He 
chose to die for me. Thank You for giving me a chance to be with 
You forever. In Jesus’ name, Amen.

	 DAY 5	 READ: John 11:25-27 (KBC Study Bible, pages 1166-1167)

DO: Read the Word Decoders section at the bottom of page 1166. 
Jesus told Mary and Martha that He was the resurrection and the 
life. He said this before He died and rose again. He told them He 
would die and rise again and then kept His promise. We can trust 
and depend on Him.   

PRAY: Thank You, Lord, for always keeping Your promises. Thank 
You for rising from the dead for me so I can live with You forever. In 
Jesus’ name, Amen. 
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
