“Glory to God in the highest, and on earth 
peace, goodwill toward men!” 

E Humility 
Jesus showed humility by leaving heaven’s 
glory to become human and pay the price for 
my sin.  

I can know that Jesus humbled 
Himself to pay for my sin.  

Jesus is Crucified  
John 19:17-20:18 

Philippians 2:8b 
“He humbled Himself and became 
obedient to the point of death, even the 
death of the cross.”  

     

1 Confidence 
God’s power in creation and love for people 
gives us confidence in who He is.  

I can have confidence in God 
knowing that He created me and that 
He cares for me. 

God Creates Adam and Eve 
Genesis 1:26-31; 2:7-3:24 

Genesis 1:27 
“So God created man in His own image; 
in the image of God He created him; male 
and female He created them.” 

2 Respect 
Cain did not respect God’s rules or his 
brother’s life.  

I can respect others by treating them 
the way I want to be treated.  

Cain Gets Angry 
Genesis 4:1-15 

Matthew 7:12a 
“Therefore, whatever you want men to do 
to you, do also to them.” 

3 Dependability 
God kept the promise He made to Abram by 
giving him a son.  

I can depend on God because He 
always keeps His promises.  

Abraham & Sarah Have a Baby 
Genesis 18:1-15; 21:1-7 

Psalm 119:89-90a 
“Forever, O LORD… Your faithfulness 
endures to all generations.” 

4 Confidence 
After making excuses, Moses places his 
confidence in God’s ability. 

I can place my confidence in what 
God can do. 

Moses Sees a Burning Bush 
Exodus 3:1-15; 4:1-5, 10-17 

Exodus 3:14a 
“And God said to Moses, ‘I AM WHO I 
AM.’” 

5 Courage 
Joshua and Caleb stand alone, courageously 
trusting in God to keep His promise. 

I can have courage to stand for God 
because He is with me. 

Joshua & Caleb Stand Up for God 
Numbers 13:1-3, 17-21, 23-33; 14:1-9 

Numbers 14:9b 
“The LORD is with us. Do not fear them.” 

6 Dependability 
The centurion knew Jesus was dependable 
to keep His word.  

Like Jesus, I can be dependable to 
help others. 

A Soldier Asks Jesus for Help 
Matthew 8:5-13 

Matthew 8:13b 
“As you have believed, so let it be done 
for you.” 

7 Obedience 
Peter obeyed Jesus’ command to let down 
the nets and saw a miracle. 

I can obey God and people in 
authority over me.   

Peter Goes Fishing 
Luke 5:1-11 

John 14:15 
“If you love Me, keep My 
commandments.” 

8 Contentment 
Mary was content to be with Jesus while 
Martha was worried about many things. 

I can be content because Jesus is 
enough for me.  

Jesus Visits Two Sisters 
Luke 10:38-42 

Matthew 6:33 
“But seek first the kingdom of God and 
His righteousness, and all these things 
shall be added to you.”  
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9 Forgiveness 
The father’s forgiveness of his son reflects 
God’s forgiveness when a sinner repents. 

I can know with certainty that when I 
admit my sins and turn to God, He 
will forgive me. 

A Son Leaves Home 
Luke 15:11-32 
 

Matthew 6:12 
“And forgive us our debts, as we forgive 
our debtors.” 

10 Compassion 
Jesus showed compassion when He wept 
over the death of Lazarus. 

I can show compassion for others 
because Jesus shows compassion to 
me. 

Jesus Raises Lazarus from the 
Dead 
John 11:1-44 

John 11:35-36 
“Jesus wept. Then the Jews said, ‘See 
how He loved him!’” 

11 Determination 
Joshua was determined to follow God by 
leading the people to take the promised 
land. 

Because of God’s promise to be with 
me wherever I go, I can show 
determination. 

Joshua Leads the People Across 
the River 
Joshua 3:1-4:24 

Joshua 1:9b 
“The LORD your God is with you wherever 
you go.” 

12 Dependability 
Ruth was dependable and took care of 
Naomi. 

I can depend on God to care for me. Ruth Stays with Naomi 
Ruth 1:1-22 

Colossians 3:17a 
“And whatever you do in word or deed, do 
all in the name of the Lord Jesus.” 

13 Respect 
Samuel respected and honored both Eli and 
the Lord. 

I can respect God and those in 
authority over me. 

God Speaks to Samuel 
1 Samuel 3:1-4:1 

1 Samuel 3:9b 
“Speak, LORD, for Your servant hears.” 

14 Confidence 
David was confident in God’s ability to defeat 
the Philistine army.  

I can have confidence that God will 
help me. 

David Defeats Goliath 
1 Samuel 17:1-50 

1 Samuel 17:46b 
“That all the earth may know that there is 
a God in Israel.” 

15 Humility 
When God offered to give Solomon anything 
he asked, Solomon humbly asked for 
wisdom.  

I show humility when I ask the Lord 
to help me make right choices. 

Solomon Asks for Wisdom 
1 Kings 3:3-15 

1 Kings 3:9a 
“Give to Your servant an understanding 
heart… that I may discern between good 
and evil.” 

16 Courage 
Daniel courageously prayed to God in spite 
of what might happen to him.   

I can have courage to live for God.  God Protects Daniel 
Daniel 6:1-28 

Daniel 6:26b 
“For He is the living God, and steadfast 
forever.” 

17 Love 
Jesus showed the disciples how to love 
others through acts of service. 

I can love others by serving them. Jesus Washes the Disciples’ Feet 
John 13:1-17, 34-35 

John 13:35 
“By this all will know that you are My 
disciples, if you have love for one 
another.”  

18 Kindness 
Even though Ananias was afraid, he trusted 
God and showed kindness to Saul. 

With God’s help, I can show kindness 
to others. 

Ananias Helps Saul 
Acts 9:1-22 

Ephesians 4:32a 
“And be kind to one another, 
tenderhearted, forgiving one another.”  

19 Courage 
Paul courageously told the truth about what 
Jesus did and how Jesus changed him.  

God gives me courage to tell others 
the truth about who He is even if they 
don’t believe.  

Paul Shares His Story with a King 
Acts 26:12-31 

Psalm 31:24 
“Be of good courage, and He shall 
strengthen your heart, all you who hope in 
the LORD.” 

20 Confidence 
Jesus filled two men with confidence that He 
was risen indeed! 

I can have confidence that Jesus is 
alive because He talked and ate with 
friends after His resurrection. 

Jesus Walks with His Friends 
Luke 24:13-35 

Luke 24:34a 
“The Lord is risen indeed!”
