626-627 for ideas of what to tell about Jesus. 

PRAY: Jesus, I believe You are the Savior. Help me boldly tell 
others about You. Amen.

	 DAY 3	 READ: John 11:33-35 (KBC Study Bible, page 1167)

THINK: Jesus wept over the death of Lazarus, showing His great 
compassion for His friends in their grief. When you feel sad, know 
that Jesus cares about you and feels compassion for you, too.

PRAY: God, thank You for your compassion and love for me. Amen.

	 DAY 4	 READ: John 11:40 (KBC Study Bible, page 1167)

THINK: When Jesus raised Lazarus from the dead, He showed His 
power and glory as God. Like Martha, when you believe that Jesus 
is who He said He is, you will see His glory at work all around you.

PRAY: I give You glory, Jesus, and praise You for Your power. 
Amen.

	 DAY 5	 READ: John 11:41-42 (KBC Study Bible, page 1167)

THINK: Prayer was important to Jesus. He leaned on the Father 
to help him be everything He needed to be in order to show us 
compassion. He talked to His heavenly Father about everything. 
Your heavenly Father has compassion for you and wants you to 
talk to Him just like Jesus did.  

PRAY: Father, please give me a desire to talk with You more. 
Amen.
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
